COORDINATORS REPORTS
BASEBALL (Mark Haufler) – The season starts April 10th. We currently have 75 kids paid and 30 more to pay and sign-up. St. Teresa will use Oskamp/Dunham as their home fields. We will have night games at Delhi Park and Rumpke. We are looking at $1200 in permit fees for this year. We are hoping to lock in Dunham for practice. That would allow us to have all teams at Carson Covedale and Dunham. This would give us 8 additional practice times and take our permit fees to $1800.
BOY’S BASKETBALL (Chris Gramke ) – The tournament set-up date is Thursday January 28th starting at 6:30. We need as many board members as possible to help clean the stage and bring items over from the athletic room. Practices will be canceled that evening to make it easier to bring the large items over. Games will begin on Friday night.
GIRL’S BASKETBALL (Morgan/Scholl) – The teams have been formed and we have a total of 8 teams and 72 total girls. The coaches list was approved by the board. Tanya has started registering teams for tournaments. There will be a coaches clinic the first week of February where they will go over the rules and pass out schedules. Teams can start practicing February 1. The mass is scheduled for February 28th. 
FOOTBALL (Chris Gramke) – The league is looking at forming a new league with several CYO schools. This should work to our advantage from a competition side of things. February 15th things will need to be finalized.  The pros of this is that we could keep our identity and we can still play even if we can’t field a team at one level. The board voted to join this new league. Fees will be $400-$600. The new league will be called the “Greater Catholic Youth Football League”. We are looking at 18-22 schools in the new league. We will need to pay a $100 fee and sign a commitment sheet on January 28th. Games will be played on Saturday and Sunday. One thing in our favor is that we would be able to play a team short if in the future we can’t field a team at any one level.
GWAC (John Schatzman) – We are currently looking for a new rep. 
VOLLEYBALL (John Schatzman) Season will be over next weekend. We will not have a boys volleyball team this year. John had a call from one parishioner.
SOCCER (Christina Bold/Sherry Poland) – Is looking into merging the lollipop and pre-passer. Sherry and Christina will get this ok’d with WASA.

GYM SCHEDULING/ PRACTICE COORDINATOR (Chris Gramke) New schedule will be posted February 1. Volleyball practices will be canceled Thursday January 28th due to the tournament set-up. Everyone will have 2 nights per week with the exception of the instructional girls and a couple of the boys teams. The girls will have 8 practices before their league starts. It doesn’t look like we will have to rent Roberts which will save us $500.

NEW BUSINESS –We voted to have the minutes put on the website. The board also decided that we will look at the numbers more closely in the future when it comes to forming teams. This will save money in the long run if we try to combine teams whenever possible. We did a comparison of all of the other catholic schools and what they charge for their family fee and their per sport fee. We decided to raise the family fee to $50 effective for the fall sports sign up (soccer and football). We will charge $50 across the board for high school sports.
